Training for work with virtual reality

Today more and more people are improving their
professional skills thanks fo virtual reality (VR).The companies
that provide virtual training say it's faster, safer and

cheaper than traditional training. It gives trainees practical
experience. They can work in teams or independently. And
they can learn without worrying about making expensive
mistakes. We spoke to three virtual redlity trainees.

A Fearne, 25, trainee surgeon

‘Virtual reality is a valuable tool for the medical
profession. I'm a qualified doctor, but I'm training to
be a specialist in sporting injuries. Yesterday | took
part in a training workshop. | operated on a knee
without using a real body. It felt just like the real
thing. While we were working on our virtual patients,
we were getting feedback from the professor. On
the screen, you can see what you've done, what to
do next and how well you're doing. It seems that VR
training produces better surgeons. In one study, VR
trainees’ scores were 230 percent higher than those of
traditionally trained students.’
